Secondary School Exam (SEE) 

results 
A total of 31 students (16 regular, 15 who 
repeated) sat their SEE exams in March, 

with results coming out in June.

Capacity Development/Training 

Life Skill Training 

Life skill training was conducted this 

quarter for adolescents. It covered 
essential life skills, including 

communication, problem-solving, decision-
making, and interpersonal skills. 9 
adolescents — 3 boys and 6 girls — from 

the Betini program participated.  

The training was funded by Dupcheshwor 
Rural Municipality, as part of a 

collaboration between SCAI and the 
government.

Parental Education 

This training aimed to raise awareness 
among the guardians and parents of 
sponsored children about how to provide 

appropriate parenting and how to handle 
adolescent issues with their children. A total 

of 12 guardians — 5 men and 7 women — 
attended the orientation from the Betini 
program.

Livelihood Development 
Family Progress 

Dupcheshor Agricultural Cooperative 
(formed by the guardians) issued loans 

amounting NPR 675,000 (approx. $7500) 
to 10 more parents (3 women, 7 men) 
for the following purposes: 5 for buffaloes, 

1 for goat, 2 for grocery and 2 for poultry.  

 

The guardians who had previously taken 
loans have worked to enhance their 
livelihoods during this quarter.

4 more female goats were handed to 
new guardians this quarter. Currently, 64 

households collectively possess a total of 
151 goats. So far, 98 goats have been

This quarter, the Collection and Selling 

Centre, acting as an intermediary between 
its farming members and the market, 

collected—12 mana of honey, 35 pathi 
of buckwheat, 10 mana of ghee, 80 
brooms, 50 kg of apricot, 28 kg of 

beans, and 2 kg of gundruk—and sold 
them to market. Furthermore, the Centre 

(situated near a famous temple-
“Dupcheshwor”) supplied pilgrims with 
worship items such as flowers and fruits, 

etc.

Case stories 
Child Progress 

Dawa Dolma Tamang, a 13-year-old 

student, lives with her grandmother 
and younger sister after losing her 
mother in the 2015 earthquake.  

Her father remarried, leaving the 
family in financial hardship. With no 
stable income other than her wages from 

farm labour, her grandmother struggled to 
cover the school fees. 

In 2018, Dawa was selected for SCAI’s 
education scholarship program, which 
enabled her to stay in school and continue 

her studies.  

Since then, her academic performance has 

improved significantly. She passed class 7 
with 1st div (75%) and is now 
promoted to class 8. She dreams of 

becoming a teacher in the future.

Family Progress 
Ramita Tamang, 52, has been the main 

provider for her grandson Milan since 
Milan’s father left and re-married. Ramita 

also has the burden of caring for her 
husband and 2 grown children, as they 

have limited capacity to work and earn a 
living.  
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Due to their financial struggles, in 2018, 

Ramita's grandson, Milan, received an 
educational scholarship from SCAI 
Australia, and Ramita was given the 

opportunity to become a member of SCAI’s 
livelihood development program.  

 
Through training in farming and 
entrepreneurship, she decided to start a 

commercial goat rearing business. With a 
loan of NPR 5,000 ($55) from the savings 

group SCAI had formed, Ramita bought a 
female goat. After two years, she sold two 
goats for NPR 10,000, repaid the loan, and 

purchased two more goats.  
 

Over time, her goat business grew, and 
she earned NPR 35,000 from raising and 
selling goats. This allowed her to buy a 

buffalo, and today, she owns 9 goats 
and 1 buffalo. Now, Ramita generates an 

annual income of about NPR 100,000 (c. 
$1100), a good income for this local area.
